She was able to organise a gift of rice and beans for his 
family. Recent droughts have caused food shortages 
prices to escalate. For many students their school Òbreak-
fastÓ, a thick maize meal porridge, served at recess and 
lunch of rice and beans is the only meal they get.

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In April, my husband, Rex and I, along with 3 other people from Geelong (including Karen), were able to 
visit Bushikori Christian Centre after completing a mission trip in the capital city, Kampala.   It was so ex-
citing to drive through the gates at BCC and see the new buildings that had been constructed since our 
last visit. The newly renovated clinic looks absolutely amazing! The students all had an extra day of 

school so that we could join in with their end of term chapel 
service! It was great 
catching up with all 
the hard working staff 
and meeting new 
ones who are dedi-
cated to their work at 

Karen donated some baby measuring 
pads and tape measures to the Health Centre. Karen lecturers 
in Nursing at Deakin University and also works in Emergency 
at Geelong Hospital. She was very interested in meeting the 
Health Centre staff & scholarship students. 

The Health CentreÕs doors are open 
twenty four hours a day seven days a 
week with the committed staff ready 
to serve the sick. The clinic has 3 
wards Ð men, women and children. 
Most admissions are for malaria, ty-
phoid and dysentery

Liane and Alex had 
fun making masks 
and stained glass 
windows with the 
primary students.  
Alex played some 
games with the stu-
dents afterwards. He 
was probably the 
youngest Australian 
most of them had 
met!

Karen was excellent in conducting the Health, 
Hygiene and HIV talks. She spoke to the sec-
ondary and tertiary students and then the girls 
and boys separately. With the boys she em-
phasised that it is Biblical to treat your partner 
with respect as well as the ABC abstinence, be 
faithful and use condoms (which are very ex-
pensive!) There were many misconceptions 
about HIV that she had to debunk!

BCC staff giving an in-
formation talk to the lo-
cal community about 
HIV /AIDS. Often the 
women come to be 
tested while their hus-
bands wait and see 
what the results are be-
fore they come to be 
tested. The number that 
were positive was very 
small. We were allowed 
to assist with the testing.

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NEW DEVELOPMENTS AT JOSHUA PRIMARY The Music Master (Mr Mauya Shafik) is just 
great! He has the choir singing in 3 part 
harmony Ð Soprano 1, Soprano 2 and Alto. 
He uses solfa to teach them (thatÕs the doh 
re meÉ) and also is the Band Master.  

The Brass Band is composed of children from

Joshua Primary School and a few from the community.

The Brass Band gives the youngsters a chance to

discover their talents in leadership, music and

playing musical instruments.

In the library the students have lessons similar to Australia 
and do book reports but do not take them home as they 
would get lost. If their book report is good Jane, the librar-
ian, puts their name and the name of the book on a display 
board with a big mango tree so this assists the children in 
choosing a book to read. I liked the idea of using the mango 
tree symbol as a place of reading as BCC started under the 
mango tree many years ago

Over ten weeks students were taught Christian 
values and principles in a Scripture Union Disciple-
ship Course. The lessons taught were:

- What is God like?

- Where did we come from?

- Who is the promised Saviour?

- What is sin?

- How can I become a child of God?

Rex was able to present these students their cer-
tificates at the chapel service at the end of term.

Field Officers Mark and Ignatius are 
helping a sponsored child write a let-
ter to his sponsor. It involved discuss-
ing what he would like to write and 
then writing out a letter for him to 
copy Ð quite a long process!

Kampala The price of maize in Uganda has 

gone up by 100 per cent, according to the 

World Bank.    ÒPrices overall remained 33 

per cent higher than a year ago with com-

modities such as maize (up 84 per cent), sugar 

(up 62 per cent), wheat (up 55 per cent) and 

soybean oil (up 47 per cent) contributing to 

the increase,Ó There has been a shortage of 

maize leading to skyrocketing prices of the 

grains.  Many institutions, especially schools 

that rely on maize as daily food have signifi-

cantly been af-

fected with 

some closing 

the term pre-

maturely.

You have probably heard on the news that the Horn of Africa has 
been hit by the worst drought in 60 years. Approximately ten million 
people from Somalia and Kenya have had to leave their homes to 
escape the drought, and some have lost family members along the 
way. Many are suffering and are staying in cramped refugee camps, 
often in horrific conditions.

While many are fleeing to Kenya and Ethiopia, some East Africans 
are coming to Uganda for support- which in itself is disastrous as 
there is already a shortage of food and aid there. Escalating fuel 
prices and insufficient rainfall mean that the general cost of living is 
sky-rocketing; every area of society is affected and life for most 
people is becoming harder and harder each day. As you could imag-
ine, the rise in prices impacts our missions in Uganda in many ways- 
not only in the normal running costs but particularly in regards to a 
growing demand for support for locals. As many cannot afford to eat 
properly, they are more susceptible to sickness and, as there is little 
to sell, they cannot afford to pay medical fees.
 
Please pray for GodÕs provision, comfort and mercy upon those who 

have been affected.
Pray also that the wider international community would be able to 
offer supplies and therefore provide security to those most impacted.
Pray for those in the mission field to know how and who to support 
in their immediate reach.

 East Africa Drought Crisis 

From the Net...

We cannot but be distressed by the human disaster that is the on-going famine in the horn of Africa---and our hearts 
and prayers go out to the people so affected.
Along with much of Africa, Uganda is caught up in the drought, particularly in the north, resulting in rapidly increas-
ing food prices. Inflation there is further exacerbated by a rise in the $US in contrast to our experience here in Austra-
lia. And in Australia where perhaps only 15% of our income is spent on food, increasing food prices can detrimentally 
affect our budgets but in a country where in excess of 80 % of the peoplesÕ income is devoted the purchase of food, 
such an inflation of food prices has a dramatic and devastating effect. 

A recent email from BCC reported
ÒI should say that at the moment we (Uganda) are experiencing a fiscal challenge. I used to call it a favourable ex-
change rate but I feel it the opposite. Our government/central bank has failed to stabilize the economy, it would be a 
favourable rate if inflation was maintained or reduced. But at the moment the cost of living has more than doubled. 
Commodity prices have sky rocketed. A kilogram of sugar which used to be 2500 is now above 5000. In other districts 
it has reached 10,000. Ò

The exchange rate referred to here is the A$ /Ugandan rate which continues to move favourably and is now the only 
offset we have to combat the extravagant Ugandan inflation rate without increasing sponsorships and other contribu-
tions. But should the A$ ease back in future, we will need to quickly review this situation.
